Have you ever heard someone express
that Tarot cards are fEhe work of the Devilf?
This may be because fiThe Devilffis the title
of one of the cards in the major arcana of
most decks. Did it cross your mind that the
Devil is a concept unique to Christianity and
thus reffects speciffc Christian values incorft
porated into the Tarot deck?

In contrast, flThe Sunff arcana XIX, can
represent the spirit of Christ, the son of
God. When looking at the Arthur E. Waite
deck figroff fiThe Loversff card looks like a
scene out of the Garden of Eden story from

Voyager Taroe

Genesis in the Old Testament. In fact, each
card in the major arcana reffects an aspect of
the spiritual wisdom of the Bible, portrayed
through Renaissance period European artft
istry.

According to Robert OfNeill fllarot.comft
the religious art and plays of the Renaissance
period had a direct inffuence on the cards of
the major arcana, as well as their sequence, as
if characters in the procession of life.
